SERVE Grants Overview: The purpose of this program is to provide support for SPU faculty and staff to explore the theological aspects and implications of Christian vocation. Funding is available for research and applied projects associated with enhancing the understanding and practice of Christian vocation.  It is not necessary for projects to be about vocation.  What is necessary is that a significant component of each project draws out important implications related to how Christians respond to God’s call on their lives. Similar to faculty renewal grants, typical amounts are two to five thousand dollars.
