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The senior capstone, a course to be found in each undergraduate major, has three goals:

1. To tie the liberal learning experienced in the general education program together with the major-field discipline;

2. To explore connections that can be made to one’s vocation (whether it be occupational vocation and/or life calling);

3. To engage students in a process of reflective, self-assessment.

The following components are required:

4. The senior capstone must have a reflective component.
5. The senior capstone must require some demonstration of the relationship of faith, academic discipline, and the liberal arts (including the common curriculum).

6. Completion of the CFE Senior Paper (or alternative) is a course requirement.

7. The capstone course must be a minimum of 2 credits, and a maximum of 5.

Clarifying notes:

8. There is no assumption that the senior capstone will involve a senior project, although a department may elect to include such a paper or project as a requirement.

9. There is no assumption that the senior capstone should qualify as a “W” course.
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
