The requirements for the EE major are changing significantly in 2009-2010. Students 
entering the EE major in 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 may choose either the old 
requirements or the new requirements. This guide will help you choose the best option. 
Most students who have completed two or three years of foreign language in high school 
will have fewer credits to complete with the 2009-2010 requirements.
