How to Sign Up for Campus Apartments
Who can live in the apartments? Any continuing or transfer student (not first-time freshmen). Since 

the apartments are considered on-campus housing, you can be less than 20 years old and have less than junior 

status and still be eligible. 

How to apply. Apartment units are reserved by group application. Each unit type (two-person, four-person, 

etc.) has its own application period (see Sign-Up Schedule for details on when and where applications are 

available and due). Roommates complete one application and choose a representative to receive updates 

about it.

Required paperwork. Students receive a Room and Meal Plan Contract and Residential Student Guidebook at 

OUS when they pick up their group application. The Contract and Guidebook together form a legal and bind-

ing agreement, so read both documents thoroughly to understand the terms of your residency at SPU. Each 

student must submit a contract for the application to be accepted. If you cancel your contract after reserving a 

unit, you will forfeit your $300 housing deposit (which you paid when you first applied for housing).

Prioritizing applications.	Group	applications	are	ordered	by	total	seniority	points	(see	Seniority Points). 

The applications with the highest points will qualify to reserve a unit. If a tie occurs, applications will be priori-

tized by the date and time received.

Choosing a unit. Because of the small number of one-,	three-,	five-,	six-,	and	seven-person	units, stu-

dents will list their unit preferences directly on their application; qualifying groups will receive email

notification	via	their	group	representative	of	the	apartment	they	have	reserved.	Groups	qualifying	for	two- 
and four-person units will attend a separate sign-up event to choose a specific apartment; group represen-

tatives will receive an email with details on the process.

The	fine	print. The application process is designed so that you will know whether you have qualified for 

one type of unit before the application period for the next type begins. If you do not qualify, you can apply for 

another type of unit; however your name cannot appear on more than one application in each category. Once 

you qualify for a unit, you may not apply for another unit or sign up for a residence hall room. If your name 

appears on duplicate applications in one category or you supply false information, you and your roommate(s) 

will forfeit the privilege of participating in the sign-up process and will be assigned to a space.
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“Passages” at Robbins Apartments. Do you want to be part of a vibrant 

community dedicated to the ever-changing needs of returning and transfer students? Are you interested in 

staying connected on campus, yet want a change from the residence halls?

Passages is a successful program in Robbins Apartments that focuses on students’ transitions from hall life 

to graduation and beyond. Here, you’ll have a great community, social and educational events, and worship 

opportunities in an independent, apartment-style setting. Robbins has coed floors, no floor hours, and it’s the 

most economical campus apartment option. To sign-up, follow the instructions above and choose a Robbins 

unit in the process!

How to Sign Up for Residence Halls
Who can live in the residence halls? Students who were first-time freshmen in Autumn 2009 and 

are entering their second year. Students serving in leadership positions (PAs, SMCs, RHMCs, and Hall Council 

Executives) and their roomates are also eligible. Due to the size of the incoming class for Autumn 2009, 

transfer students and third- or fourth-year continuing students are eligible for the apartments only. A list of 

students eligible for the halls will be available at www.spu.edu/HallEligibility on April 20.

Where to go.	All	sign-up	events	for	the	residence	halls	are	held	in	Upper	Gwinn.

When to be there. Singles, quads, and triples are reserved on May 19; doubles on May 26. The time 

you arrive depends on the type of room you wish to reserve (single, double, etc.) and the category into 

which you fall (changing rooms on your floor, changing floors in your hall, etc.) — see Sign-Up Schedule. 
For triples and quads, at least two residents in your group must qualify for the category to sign up in that 

timeslot. For doubles, both residents returning to the floor will have priority; otherwise, one resident must 

qualify for the category to sign-up in that timeslot. You and your roommate(s) must arrive no later than 

the starting time noted for your category. If you arrive after that time, you will be included in the next 

category.

Choosing order. Within each category, roommate groups will choose rooms in order of total seniority 

points (see Seniority Points). If a tie occurs, a drawing will decide who chooses next.

Required paperwork. You will receive a Residential Student Guidebook and complete a Room and Meal 

Plan Contract on the night you sign up. The Contract and Guidebook together form a legal and binding agree-

ment, so read both documents thoroughly to understand the terms of your residency at SPU. If you cancel 
your contract after reserving a room, you will forfeit your $300 housing deposit (which you paid when you 

first applied for housing).

The	fine	print. You must fill each space in the room you are reserving with an eligible student. You may 

reserve only one unit on campus. If you sign up for more than one unit or supply false information, you and 

your roommate(s) will forfeit the privilege of participating in the sign-up process and will be assigned to a 

space.

Seniority Points
To recognize a student’s class status, as well as honor the time he or she has contributed to SPU’s residential 

community, seniority points are calculated using class status (based on credits earned through Winter 2009) 

and the number of quarters lived on campus at SPU (through Spring 2009). You will receive the following 

points for your class status:

	 •	Freshman	(0–44	credits):	3	 •	 Junior	(90–134	credits):	9

	 •	Sophomore	(45–89	credits):	6	 •	 Senior	(135+	credits):	12

This number will be added to the number of quarters you have lived on campus to arrive at your total 

seniority points. Summer and any quarter lived off campus are not included in the seniority count. You and 

your roommate’s points will be added together to arrive at a point total for your group.

A list of residents’ seniority points will be available at www.spu.edu/SeniorityPoints beginning April 20.

Signing Up Without a Roommate
If you are unable to find a roommate or prefer that Housing Services place you, please complete a Room and 

Meal Plan Contract and Residential Student Guidebook at OUS. The Contract and Guidebook together form a legal 

and binding agreement, so read both documents thoroughly to understand the terms of your residency. To 

be guaranteed housing, return the contract to OUS by 5 p.m. on May 29.

Housing Services will match you with a returning resident or a new student and assign you to a space 

according to the preferences listed on your Campus Housing Application. Please visit www.spu.edu/Hous-
ingApp to update your roommate matching preferences. Be specific about your preferences in the notes 

section and we will make every effort to honor them. Although you are unable to participate in housing 

sign-up, priority will be given to your placement during the assignment process, and you will be notified of 

your assignment in early August. To assist you in identifying a roommate, a sign-up list will be available in 

OUS beginning April 20.
