Relinquish Core Job Description
General Purpose

Relinquish is responsible for overseeing the prayer groups within the umbrella of Relinquish, including but not limited to OurPrayer (Guideposts Prayer Line), Luke 18 and House of Prayer. The purpose of Relinquish is to draw on the gift of prayer as a means of connecting SPU’s student body and act as a resource for the creation and facilitation of prayer groups and prayer- related events on campus. This includes planning and implementing prayer forums, events, and retreats, as well as any other need or responsibility that should arise.
