Getting General Information about a Protein, Process or Technique:
· SPU Online Catalog & Summit Catalog: Keyword or Subject searches for books & ebooks (e.g. Proteins Evolution; SU:proteins): QP 551 section of General Collection of SPU Library
· Access Science: via Reference Sources tab. “Proteins, evolution of” article
· Wikipedia: “Protein” article and links (http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Protein)

· NCBI Protein Database: http://ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/protein
· Chemistry & Biochemistry Links: http://www.csulb.edu/~cohlberg/biochemlinks.html 

· Google Advanced Search: use .edu domain along with exact phrases and additional terms

Periodical Articles: access via Article and Research Databases on SPU library website 
· MEDLINE via EBSCOhost has the most full-text links for SPU.  MEDLINE via PubMed has some additional searching features (http://ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/pubmed)
·  Sample search; Hol WG (author) AND crystallography (subject) AND protein (MW Sub.Heading) 
· Use Chemistry subheading when searching within MeSH (Medical Subject Headings)
· American Chemical Society Web Editions & Journal Archives – Access to a searchable collection of 30 American Chemical Society journal publications, all full-text online. Use the Advanced Search tab.
· Biological Abstracts – research articles in the life sciences, some full-text

· STN Easy – access to a wider array of chemical journals than ACS Web editions, but a secondary login is required (see Carrie Fry for access)
· Academic Search Premiere (EBSCOHost) – Access to over 4650 titles, both news sources and a wide range of academic journals, including over 3000 peer-reviewed full-text articles.  Use peer-reviewed limiter for academic journal titles.
· Google Scholar Advanced Search – access to journal articles 

· paste article title in exact phrase box
· use cited source links identified for each article

· SPU library full text links identified through on-campus computers (if off campus, go through library link to Google Scholar to get full text links) 
Obtaining Items:

· Journals A – Z: identify print and online journal holdings available through SPU library

· SPU Library: resources on-site; books can be checked-out

· Summit Borrowing: takes 3-5 days for book requests to arrive
· InterLibrary Loan (ILLiad):  Plan for a one to two-week turn-around time for journal articles; forms via Library Page. Interlibrary Loans can be placed directly while searching many indexes and.
· Dr. McFarland: for obtaining journal articles not available through the SPU library (print or full-text online)
Preparing Scientific Presentations:
· Google Advanced Search: use “scientific presentations” to obtain sites that outline key issues. (e.g. try “Tips for Preparing Scientific Presentations” from the Office of Naval Research)
· SPU Online Catalog search for books & eBooks (http://tinyurl.com/cobnmp2)
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
