Identifying Books, etc.:
· SPU Online Catalog & Summit Catalog: Subject/Keyword or Keywords searches 
Identifying Periodical Articles: access via Databases on SPU library web page

· MEDLINE via Ebscohost – medical research database, including some full text.
· Biological Abstracts – life sciences research database, including some full text.
· Academic Search Premier (ASP) – Access to over 4000 titles, both news sources and a wide range of academic journals, including full-text articles. Use peer-reviewed limiter for academic articles.
· Google Scholar Advanced Search: off-campus access through library Databases page to get link to SPU owned full-text.
Identifying other Electronic Resources:

· WWW Internet Search Approaches: Try a Google Images search for graphics and pictures (*remember, anyone can put anything on the Web, so make sure the information is authoritative!)

Obtaining Items:

· SPU Library: resources on-site; books can be checked-out

· InterLibrary Loan (Iliad):  You will need to fill out a profile the first time you place an ILL. Plan for a one to two-week turn-around time for journal articles; forms via Library Page. Interlibrary Loans can be placed directly while searching MEDINE,  Biological Abstracts, ASP, and Summit.  Summit only takes 3-5 days for book requests.
· Other Regional Libraries: UW Libraries; particularly their Natural Sciences and Health Sciences libraries, & Seattle University (SU), all where books can be checked out & journals used on-site.
