There has long been disagreement among Lincoln historians and biographers regarding  
the faith of Abraham Lincoln, whose ill-fated and untimely death occurred on Good Friday 
200 years ago. Though he often invoked the Almighty and quoted Scripture, Lincoln 
allegedly confessed during an 1860 interview, “I am not a Christian. … I have carefully read 
the Bible, and I do not understand this book.” Lincoln never joined a church, but attended 
several, from one of which he rented a pew for $50 a year — no mean sum in those days. 

Was Abraham Lincoln a Christian? 

In a presentation designed specifically for church leaders, the Rev. Dr. Ronald C. White 
will examine the faith of our 16th President.

The Rev. Dr. Ronald C. White 

Considered one of the world’s foremost authorities on Abraham 
Lincoln, Ronald White is a fellow at the Huntington Library, visiting 
professor of history at UCLA, and professor of American religious 
history emeritus at San Francisco Theological Seminary. He is 
a graduate of Princeton Theological Seminary with a Ph.D. from 
Princeton University, and has also taught at Princeton Theological 
Seminary, Whitworth University, and Colorado College. A prolific 
writer, White is the author of A. Lincoln: A Biography (Random 
House, 2009), a New York Times, Washington Post, and Los 

Angeles Times best-seller; Lincoln’s Greatest Speech: The Second Inaugural (2002), a 
Washington Post and San Francisco Chronicle best-seller; and The Eloquent President, 
a Los Angeles Times best-seller. White has lectured on Abraham Lincoln at the White 
House, the Library of Congress, and Gettysburg, and has been interviewed on The 
NewsHour With Jim Lehrer. He and his wife, Cynthia, live in La Cañada, California.
