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Copyright Guidelines
Seattle Pacific University expects that all faculty, staff and students comply with copyright law.  
In accepting content for use, it is assumed that the faculty member has complied with the Fair Use Provisions of section 107 of the United States Copyright Law.  Content must meet the following conditions:
1. A single article from any single issue of a journal;

2. A single chapter from a book;

3. A chart, graph, diagram, drawing, cartoon or picture from a book, periodical or newspaper;

4. A copy has not been placed on blackboard during any previous quarter.
Content placed on blackboard in any previous quarter cannot be put on blackboard again until copyright permission has been obtained from the copyright holder.
